Detta omfattar statistiken

Statistiken redovisar folkmangden efter kon, alder, civilstdnd, fodelseland
och medborgarskapsland i riket, lan, storstadsomraden, NUTS-omrdden,
landskap, kommuner och kommungrupper. Statistiken redovisar ocksé
befolkningsférandringar; fodda, doda, in- och utvandring, inrikes flytt-
ningar, gifta, skilda, dnkor, anklingar, partnerskap, adoptioner och med-
borgarskapsbyten.

Folkméngdsstatistiken avser forhallandena den 31 december respektive ar
och redovisas enligt indelningen som géller den 1 januari dret darpa.

Befolkningsférdandringar under respektive ar redovisas enligt indelningen
den 1 januari samma ar.

Definitioner och forklaringar

Allminna dddstalet
Kvot mellan antalet dodsfall under en period och medelfolkmangden.

Allminna fodelsetalet
Kvot mellan antalet fddda under en period och medelfolkmangden.

Asylsokande

En person som tagit sig till Sverige och begart skydd mot forfoljelse, men
som dnnu inte fatt sin ansokan slutlig provad av Migrationsverket eller, om
personen har dverklagat, av lansrétterna i Stockholm, Malmo och Goteborg
eller kammarratten i Stockholm som ér slutinstans. Personen ar inte folk-
bokford och ingdr darfor inte i officiell befolkningsstatistik som baseras pa
registret over totalbefolkningen.

Barnets ordningsnummer

Visar vilket barn i ordningen modern eller fadern far. Ett barn med ord-
ningsnummer fem har till exempel sedan tidigare fyra syskon pd moderns
eller faderns sida beroende pa vad som visas i statistiken. Barnets ord-
ningsnummer dr en, for statistiskt bruk, harledd variabel. Ingen informa-
tion om ordningsnummer fas frdn barnmorska i samband med fodsel.

Bruttoreproduktionstalet se Reproduktion

Bord
Med bord avses antalet barn modern foder vid en och samma forlossning.

Civilstand

Uppgifter redovisas dels om tillstandet den 31 /12 2009 och dels om f&r-
andringar i civilstdndet som skett under 2009. En persons civilstdnd kan
vara ogift, gift, registrerad partner, skild, skild partner, dnka/ankling eller
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efterlevande partner. Civilstandet fore en civilstindsidndring kallas tidigare
civilstdnd.

Doda
Dodsfall registreras dar den dode var folkbokford. Enbart personer som
var folkbokforda vid dodsfallet ingar i statistiken.

Dodfodd
Med dodfott barn avses nyfodd som avlidit efter utgangen av tjugoandra
havandeskapsveckan (eller, vid ovisshet om tiden, &r minst 35 cm lang).

Dodfoddkvot

Antal dodfodda barn under perioden delat med det totala antalet fodda
barn under perioden, bade levande fédda och dédfédda. Berdknas oftast
per 100 eller 1 000.

Ddodsrisker
Vid framstallning av livslangdstabellerna har féljande formel anvénts for
berdkning av de observerade dodsriskerna:

EU25 refererar till de 25 lander som fore den 1 januari 2007 var med i den
Europeiska unionen. Dessa lander &r Belgien, Cypern, Danmark, Estland,
Finland, Frankrike, Grekland, Irland, Italien, Lettland, Litauen, Luxemburg,
Malta, Nederlanderna, Polen, Portugal, Slovakien, Slovenien, Spanien,
Storbritannien, Sverige, Tjeckien, Tyskland, Ungern och Osterrike.

EU27

EU27 refererar till de 27 lander som var med i den Europeiska unionen den
1januari 2007. Férutom de lander som ingar i EU25 ingédr dven Bulgarien
och Ruménien.

Flyttning
I statistiken rdknas antalet flyttningar och inte antalet flyttade personer.
Under 2009 genomférdes 1 306 191 flyttningar medan det var 1 147 570

personer som flyttade.
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Vid flyttning géller den nya folkbokforingen fran och med den faktiska
flyttdagen om flyttningen har anmalts inom en vecka. Kommer en flytt-
ningsanmadlan inte in i tid géller den nya folkbokféringen frdn den dag da
anmaélan kom in till ndgon av de myndigheter som &r behoriga att ta emot
anmalan.

Fore folkbokforingsreformen 1967 raknas dagen for andrad kyrkobok-
foringsort som flyttningstidpunkt. For tiden efter reformen och fram till
1997 raknades som flyttningstidpunkt veckan for registrering vid lans-
styrelsens datacentral. Denna dndring medfor att antalet redovisade inrikes
flyttningar 1967 blir ndgot lagre dn det verkliga.

Flyttningsoverskott

Flyttningsoverskott dr differensen mellan in- och utflyttningar under perio-
den. For riket dr flyttningsoverskott och invandringsoverskott samma sak
eftersom rikssiffran inte berdrs av inrikes omflyttningar. Flyttningsover-
skottet kan vara positivt eller negativt.

Folkbokforing
Det dr Skatteverket som har hand om folkbokféringen.

Huvudregel och dess viktigaste undantag:

En person &r folkbokford pa den fastighet ddr han dr bosatt. Enligt huvud-
regeln i folkbokforingsfoérordningen skall en person anses vara bosatt pad
den fastighet dar han regelmassigt tillbringar sin dygnsvila. Om tveksam-
het rader skall stor hdnsyn tas till var personen har sitt arbete eller sin
familj. Ett nyfott barn, som fotts i Sverige, folkbokfors i den forsamling i
vilken modern var folkbokford vid nedkomsten. Om modern inte var
folkbokford vid nedkomsten, folkbokfors barnet endast om fadern var
folkbokford och vardnadshavare. Ett nyfott barn, som fotts utomlands,
folkbokfors enbart om modern var folkbokford vid nedkomsten.

Personer som dir folkbokforda men som inte bor i Sverige:

Personer som dr anstdllda utomlands i statens tjanst, huvudsakligen UD-
och SIDA-anstéllda, folkbokfors i Sverige. Detta géller d&ven familjemed-
lemmar och svensk betjdning. Personerna fortsatter att vara folkbokforda i
den férsamling varifran utflyttningen skett. Regeln géller inte personer
som dr anstdllda utomlands av internationella organisationer, till exempel
FN eller EU. Svenska missiondrer och praster som &r anstdllda utomlands
och deras medféljande familj far vara folkbokforda i Sverige.

Vidare fortsdtter folkbokfoérda personer att vara folkbokforda vid utom-
landsflytt om vistelsen &r avsedd att vara mindre dn ett ar. I de fall det vid
utflyttningen &r oklart om vistelsen utomlands kommer att vara mer eller
mindre &n ett &r kan man vara folkbokford i Sverige upp till ett &r efter
utflyttningen. Man blir da folkbokférd under rubriken ”pd forsamlingen
skrivna” eller pa den fastighet dar man fortfarande disponerar bostad.

Personer som bor i Sverige men som inte ir folkbokforda

Personer som vid inflyttningen till Sverige har {for avsikt att vistas har
kortare tid &n ett ar folkbokfors ej. Utomnordiska medborgare maste ha
uppehéllstillstand for att bli folkbokforda. For EU-medborgare kréavs
enbart uppehéllsritt. Utlindska medborgare som tillhor utlandsk
beskickning eller konsulat och dess betjaning folkbokfors inte i Sverige.
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Personer folkbokforda pd annan fastighet in den diir de bor:
Fran folkbokforingens huvudregel, att man ska vara folkbokford pa den
fastighet dar man regelmadssigt vistas, finns ett antal undantag.

— Den s k familjeregeln innebér att om en person pa grund av sina arbets-
forhallanden inte bor tillsammans med sin familj sa skall han dnda vara
folkbokford hos sin familj sa lange familjegemenskapen kvarstar.

— Om man har ett tidsbegrénsat tillfalligt arbete pa annan ort sa skall man
vara folkbokférd dar man har sin egentliga hemvist.

— Studerande kan vara folkbokforda antingen pa hemorten eller pa studie-
orten beroende bland annat pa studietidens langd, egen élder, civilstand
mm. Studerande pd eftergymnasial niva folkbokfors normalt pa studie-
orten.

— Regeln om ej regelmadssig vila pa viss fastighet tillampas for bl.a. han-
delsresanden, resemontorer och sjoman. Dessa folkbokfors dar de anses
ha sin egentliga hemvist.

— Personer som vardas pa hem for dldre har valfrihet att vara folkbok-
forda antingen i hemférsamlingen pa den gamla hemfastigheten alter-
nativt pa en fiktiv fastighet med rubriken “pa férsamlingen skrivna”
eller i férsamlingen dar vardhemmet ar beldget.

- Intagning pa sjukhus, vardinrattning eller kriminalvardsanstalt skall
inte medfora andring av folkbokfdringen.

Folkokning

Folkokningen definieras som skillnaden mellan folkméangden vid arets
borjan och drets slut. Handelser (fodslar, dodsfall, flyttningar) som skett
fore 2009, men som rapporterats under aret, paverkar folkmangden for
2009 men redovisas inte som handelser under 2009. Detta medfor att folk-
okningen inte dr det samma som summan av fodelsedverskott och flytt-
ningsoverskott. Sveriges folkmdngd den 31/12 2009 minskades med 428
personer till f6ljd av hdndelser som intréffat fore 2009, men som rapporte-
rats under aret.

Fodelseland

Fodelseland anger det land ddr personen ar fodd. Nyfodda barn folkbok-
fors dar modern ar folkbokférd. Om modern inte &r folkbokford i Sverige
folkbokfors barnet endast om fadern ar folkbokférd och barnets vardnads-
havare. Det innebar att det kan bli avvikelser mellan den faktiska fodelse-
orten och den registrerade. Fram till 1998 tilldelades alla barn fédda i
Sverige fodelselandet Sverige, oavsett var fordldrarna var folkbokforda.

Om en kvinna tillfalligt vistas utomlands, och ddrmed fortfarande ar folk-
bokford i Sverige, och foder sitt barn utomlands far barnet fodelseland
Sverige. Fram till &r 1947 rdknades dock alla personer som f6tts i utlandet
som utrikes fodda oavsett var deras mor var folkbokford.

Barn fodda av asylsokande i Sverige, vilka inte dr folkbokforda i Sverige,
registreras som regel i det svenska befolkningsregistret forst nar forald-
rarna beviljas uppehéllstillstind och kan folkbokféras. Barnets fodelseland
blir da Sverige. Fodelselandets bendamning hanfors till férhallandena vid
fodelsetidpunkten vilket innebér att en person kan ha ett fodelseland som
idag inte existerar.
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Politiska och geografiska forandringar kan medféra att personen i folkbok-
foringen kan forandra fodelselandet om humanitéra skél aberopas vid
ansokan om forandring. En person tillats registrera exempelvis Bosnien-
Hercegovina eller Estland som fodelseland dven om det aktuella landet
inte fanns som sjdlvstandig stat dd personen foddes.

Adopterade barn behéller sin uppgift om fédelseland.

Fodelselin

Barnets fodelseplats motsvarar moderns folkbokforingsplats om modern
var folkbokford vid barnets fodelse. Om modern inte var folkbokford vid
barnets fodelse folkbokfors barnet endast om fadern var folkbokférd och
vardnadshavare. Till och med 1997 ingdr barn fodda i Sverige i statistiken
dven om ingen av fordldrarna var folkbokforda i landet. Dessa barn har fatt
fodelseplats dar nedkomsten skedde.

Personer fodda i Kristianstads 1an och Malmdohus lan redovisas som fodda
i Skane lan och personer fédda i Géteborgs och Bohus lén, Alvsborgs lan
och Skaraborgs lan som fodda i Vastra Gotalands lan. I 6vrigt har inte upp-
giften om fodelseldn d@ndrats p.g.a. indelningsandringar som skett efter
personens fodelse.

Fodelseoverskott

Fodelsedverskottet berdknas som antalet foédda under perioden minus
antalet doda under perioden. Fodelseoverskottet kan vara positivt eller
negativt och kallas dven naturlig befolkningsokning.

Inflyttningsland
Det land man flyttar till vid utvandring fran Sverige.

Invandring

For att bli registrerad som invandrare ska man ha for avsikt att stanna i
Sverige i minst ett ar samt ha uppehallsrédtt/uppehallstillstand (géiller inte
nordiska medborgare). Enbart personer som folkbokfors raknas som
invandrare. Undantag finns, se Folkbokforing: Personer som bor i Sverige
men som inte dr folkbokforda.

Invandring dr precis som flyttningar antal hdndelser och inte antalet
personer, men da antalet personer som under ett &r invandrar mer &n en
gang dr mycket litet ar det i princip ingen skillnad pa antalet invandringar
och antalet invandrade personer.

Invandringskohort

Till samma invandringskohort tillhér de personer som invandrat till
Sverige under samma tidsperiod. Till ssamma utvandringskohort tillhor de
personer som utvandrat frdn Sverige under samma tidsperiod.

Invandringsar

Invandringsaret dar det &r som invandringen registrerats vid Folkbok-
foringen. Invandringsaret avser alltid den senast registrerade invandringen.
Personer som invandrat fére 1968 saknar uppgift om invandringsar.
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Invandringsoverskott

Med invandringsoverskott avses differensen mellan antalet invandrarade
och antalet utvandrarade under perioden. Invandringsoverskottet kan vara
positivt eller negativt.

Kommun

Enligt indelningen den 1 januari 2010 bestar Sverige av 290 kommuner.
Forandringar av kommunindelningen framgéar av bilaga 1 och samtliga
kommuner och dess koder framgar av bilaga 5.

Kommungrupper

Sveriges Kommuner och Landstings kommungruppsindelning bestar av
nio grupper efter vissa strukturella egenskaper som bland annat befolk-
ningsstorlek, pendlingsmonster och néringslivsstruktur. Kommungrupps-
indelningen framgar av bilaga 4.

Kvartilalder

Nedre kvartilalder dr den alder dér 25 procent av individerna ar yngre och
75 procent r dldre. Ovre kvartildldern dr den &lder dir 75 procent av indi-
viderna dr yngre och 25 procent dldre.

Landskap

Sverige bestar av 25 landskap. Befolkningsuppgifter for landskapen ar
framrdknade med hjilp av fastighetskoordinater. Kéllan till indelningen
kommer fran Lantmateriet.

Livslangdstabell se Dodsrisker och Aterstiende medellivslangd och
kvarlevande.

Levande fodda

Med levande f6tt barn avses nyfodd som efter fodelsen andats eller visat
andra tecken pa liv sdsom hjartslag, pulsationer i navelstrangen eller
tydliga, spontana rorelser av skelettmuskulaturen. Fodda avser levande
fodda om inget annat anges.

Ett nyf6tt barn, som fotts i Sverige, folkbokfors i den forsamling i vilken
modern var folkbokford vid nedkomsten. Om modern inte var folkbokford
vid nedkomsten, folkbokfors barnet endast om fadern var folkbokford och
vardnadshavare. Ett nyfott barn, som fotts utomlands, folkbokfors enbart
om modern var folkbokford vid nedkomsten.

Lan

Enligt indelningen den 1 januari 2010 bestar Sverige av 21 lan. Forand-
ringar av lansindelningen framgér av bilaga 1 och samtliga 1an och dess
koder framgar av bilaga 5.

Medborgarskap

Som medborgarskapsland redovisas det land man &r medborgare i. Med-
borgarskap ska i princip avse nu existerande sjdlvstandig statsbildning.
Besittningar, kolonier samt mandat- och forvaltarskapsomraden hanfors
till moderlandet. Om en person har flera medborgarskap prioriteras ett av
dessa som sedan anvinds i SCB:s register. Prioriteringsordningen &r i
korthet: svenskt medborgarskap, medborgarskap i EES-lander, medborgar-
skap i lander utanfér EES med vilka Sverige har socialférsakringskonven-
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tion. Sist prioriteras 6vriga lainder. Om en person har svenskt medborgar-
skap och ett annat redovisas endast det svenska medborgarskapet, vilket
gor att antalet utlandska medborgarskap bdde totalt och for respektive
land sannolikt dr storre i verkligheten dn vad som redovisas i statistiken.

For att kunna vara medborgare i ett land krdvs att landet existerar. Som-
maren 2006 blev Serbien och Montenegro tva separata lander istallet for ett
som tidigare. Folkmangdsstatistik som avser forhallandena den 31 decem-
ber redovisas enligt den indelning i administrativa omrdden och ldnder
som géller fran den 1 januari aret efter (undantaget ar fodelseland som
tillater redovisning av idag ej existerade linder). Personer som tidigare var
medborgare i Serbien och Montenegro och som inte har anmalt nytt med-
borgarskapsland till Skatteverket redovisas under okdnt medborgarskaps-
land. Detta forklarar det stora antalet personer med okdnt medborgarskap.

Barn som inte fyllt 12 &r och som adopteras av en svensk medborgare far
automatiskt svenskt medborgarskap om adoptionen skett i Sverige eller
nagon annat nordiskt land. Barn under 12 ar far ocksa svenskt medborgar-
skap om adoptionen godkénts eller galler i Sverige pa grund av lag.

Barn till en svensk mor far alltid svenskt medborgarskap vid fodseln (detta
gdller fran och med 1 juli 1979). Barn till en svensk far far ocksd svenskt
medborgarskap om barnet féds i Sverige. Ar fadern gift med barnets
utlandska mor far barnet svenskt medborgarskap vid fodseln oavsett var
barnet fods. Ett barn som har en utlandsk mor, vilken lever i ett registrerat
partnerskapsforhallande eller &r sambo med en svensk kvinna blir ocksa
svensk medborgare om en insemination har skett med den svenska kvin-
nans samtycke och barnet &r fott i Sverige. Ett barn som vid fodseln far
moderns eller faderns svenska medborgarskap kan fa dubbelt medborgar-
skap om barnet f6ds i ett land som tillimpar territorialprincipen eller barnet
far den utlandska moderns eller faderns medborgarskap vid fodseln.

Medelfolkmangd
Medelfolkméangd ar genomsnittet av folkmdngden i borjan och i slutet pa
aret. Det finns tva typer av medelfolkméangder:

Medelfolkmingd efter fodelsedr anvands som riskpopulation vid berdkning av
t.ex. dodsrisker. Medelfolkmadngden x-dringar berdknas enligt

Medelalder
Med medelalder avses den alder som erhéalls om man summerar invanar-
nas alder och sedan dividerar med antalet invanare.

Medianélder
Ar den mittersta dldern for ett omrddes folkméngd, dvs. hélften av
omradets individer dr dldre och hélften yngre dn medianaldern.

Nettoreproduktionstalet se Reproduktion

Partnerskap

Den 1 januari 1995 borjade lagen om registrerat partnerskap att gélla.
Lagen gor det mojligt for tva personer av samma kon att registrera sitt
partnerskap. Partnerskapet dr ett dktenskapsliknande forhallande med i
huvudsak samma rattsverkningar som galler for dktenskapet. Uppgifter
som ror partnerskap redovisas tillsammans med civilstand och civil-
stdndsdndringar. Partnerskapslagen upphorde den 1 maj 2009 da den
ersattes av en konsneutal dktenskapslag.

Perinatal dodlighet
Med perinatal dédlighet avses summan av dodfédda barn och barn déda
inom 7 dygn per 1 000 f6dda barn.

Reproduktion

Med reproduktion avses inom demografin en befolknings férmaga att
reproducera sig sjdlv i en sluten befolkning dér det inte forekommer in-
och utvandring. Om det i en population f6ds i genomsnitt farre &n tva barn
per kvinna, far man i langden en naturlig folkminskning. I sjdlva verket
kravs det att nagot fler dn tva barn f6ds per kvinna for full reproduktion.
Hur mycket mera beror framst pa dodligheten hos kvinnorna men ocksa
pa att det f6ds ndgot fler pojkar an flickor. Nedan anges tva olika méatt pa
reproduktion.

— Bruttoreproduktionstalet
Talet beskriver hur manga flickor som fods per kvinna, dar det antas att
ingen dodlighet forekommer bland modrarna i de reproduktiva aldrarna
(15-49 &r). Det berdknas pa samma sdtt som den summerade fruktsam-
heten men enbart for levande fodda flickor.

— Nettoreproduktionstalet
Talet beskriver hur manga flickor som f6ds per kvinna, men i motsats
till bruttoreproduktionstalet, med hansyn tagen till dodligheten hos
modrarna. Det berdknas liksom bruttoreproduktionstalet enbart for lev-
ande fodda flickor, men tar dessutom hansyn till dodligheten hos mod-
rarna frdn deras fodsel och till slutet av deras fruktsamma period.

Med Sveriges laga dodlighet ligger nettoreproduktionstalet bara hogst ett
par procent under bruttotalet. En befolkning sédgs ligga pa reproduktions-
nivdn ndr den har ett nettoreproduktionstal pd 1, det vill sdga att en kvinna
lamnar efter sig precis en kvinna i nédsta generation. Om talet ar storre dn 1
kvinna, innebér det mer &n full reproduktion, det vill siga naturlig folk-
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okning pa lingre sikt. Okningens storlek daremot &r dven beroende av
generationslangden, avstandet mellan moder- och dottergeneration.

Spadbarnsdodlighet
Med spadbarnsdddlighet avses dodsfall som intréffar fore ett ars alder.

Statslos

Statslos dr den person som inte har medborgarskap i ndgot land. Enligt
svensk lag kan en person inte bli av med sitt svenska medborgarskap om
han eller hon darigenom blir statslos.

Summerad fruktsamhet

Summan av de aldersspecifika fruktsamhetstalen. Talet visar hur ménga
barn som en kvinna i genomsnitt skulle féda under sin fruktsamma period
utifran, den vid tidpunkten for berdkningen, gédllande fruktsamheten.

Tidigare civilstand
Med tidigare civilstdnd avses det civilstand personen hade innan
civilstdndet andrades.

Tidigare medborgarskapsland
Ar det land dér en person tidigare var medborgare i, eller fortfarande &r
medborgare i, fram till beslut om nytt medborgarskap.

Utflyttningsland
Det land man flyttar fran vid invandring till Sverige.

Utlandsk bakgrund
Personer med utlandsk bakgrund definieras som personer som ar;

— Utrikes fodda, eller
— Inrikes fodda med tva utrikes fodda foraldrar.

Definition av begreppet finns redovisad i Meddelanden i samordningsfrigor
for Sveriges officiella statistik (MIS 2002:3).

Definitionen av begreppet dndrades 2003. Tidigare ingick d@ven inrikes
fodda personer med en utrikes fodd fordlder i begreppet.

Utlandska medborgare
Personer med annat dn svenskt medborgarskap.

Utomaiktenskaplig fruktsamhet

Visar fruktsamhet for kvinnor som ej dr gifta. Har ingar kvinnor som &r
ogifta, skilda, dnkor, registrerade partners, skild partner samt efterlevande
partner.

Utrikes fodd

Utrikes f6dd dr en person som ar fodd i annat land dn Sverige av moder
som inte var folkbokford i Sverige vid barnets fodelse eller fader ej folk-
bokfoérd och vardnadshavare. Se 4ven Fodelseland.
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Utvandrare

For att bli registrerad som utvandrare skall man ha for avsikt att bosétta sig
utomlands under minst ett ar. Undantag finns, Se Folkbokforing: Personer
som &r folkbokférda men som inte bor i Sverige.

Utvandring ar precis som flyttningar antal handelser och inte antal perso-
ner. Men dd antalet personer som under ett ar utvandrar mer dn en gang ar
mycket litet dr det i princip ingen skillnad mellan antalet utvandringar och
antalet utvandrade personer.

Alder

Aldersspecifika fruktsamhetstal

Antalet, av kvinnor i en viss alder, fodda barn i relation till medelfolk-
miangden kvinnor i motsvarande alder. Aldersspecifika fruktsamhetstal
raknas for kvinnor i dldern 1549 ar. Levande fédda barn fédda av kvinnor
under 15 ar rdknas som om de fotts av 15-dringar.

Primarmaterial

SCB:s register over totalbefolkningen (RTB) far fem génger i veckan (morgo-
nen efter varje vardag) aviseringar fran folkbokforingen. Utgangsmateria-
let for uppgifterna dr de rapporter om fodslar, dodsfall, flyttningar, civil-
stdndsdndringar och medborgarskapsandringar som ldmnas till Skattever-
ket. Uppgifterna i RTB, som utgor primédrmaterialet till tabellframstéllning,
avser den folkbokforda befolkningen. De begrepp och definitioner som
anvands inom folkbokforingen géller dven for RTB.

Statistikregistret

De tva motstridiga intressena att fa fram statistiken snabbt och att fa stati-
stiken fullstindig har sammanjamkats sa att ett statistikregister framstalls
ur RTB den sista januari aret efter redovisningsaret. Att inte statistiken
framstélls med detsamma beror pd att man vill invdnta sena aviseringar.
Statistikregistret uppdateras endast med de aviseringar som avser han-
delser som intréffat fore arsskiftet. Hindelser som avser 2010 sorteras bort.

Statistikens tillforlitlighet

Tillforlitligheten totalt

Statistiken som baseras pa uppgifter fran registret 6ver totalbefolkningen
har allmént sett god kvalitet. De kontrollundersdkningar som gjorts genom
aren visar att tillforlitligheten dr god i de allra flesta statistikredovis-
ningarna. Tillforlitlighetsproblem pa grund av 6vertackning finns dock,
framfor allt i redovisningen av utrikes fodda. Uppgifter ur folkbokforingen
som anvands séllan i samhallet kan antas ha nagot lagre tillforlitlighet dn
variabler som anvands frekvent av manga myndigheter. Detta géller t.ex.
uppgifter om adopterade.

Rampopulation for befolkningsstatistiken dr SCB:s kopia av Skatteverkets
folkbokforingsregister som lagras i ett registersystem over totalbefolk-
ningen (RTB). Det ideala innehallet i folkbokféringens register definieras
av de forfattningar som reglerar folkbokféringen. Det finns dock personer
som borde vara folkbokfoérda men som inte &dr det (undertackning) samt
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personer som &r folkbokforda trots att de inte borde vara det (6vertack-
ning), vilket leder till tdckningsfel. Det &r brister i rapportering av fodslar,
dodsfall, invandring och utvandring som resulterar i dessa tackningsfel.
Néagra exakta matt pa storleken av bristerna finns f6r narvarande inte.

Rampopulation for asylsokandestatistiken dr registret 6ver asylsokande
som bygger pa administrativa uppgifter fran Migrationsverket. Mal-
populationen for asylstkandestatistiken och den registerpopulation som
anvands for statistikframstillningen kan mojligen skilja sig at. Den
eventuella 6ver- och undertackningen beror i sa fall pd eftersldpningar i
uppdateringarna av det administrativa registret.

Undertickning i befolkningsstatistiken

Brister i rapporteringen av fodslar och invandring resulterar i undertack-
ning. Fodslar ger upphov till mycket sma problem beroende pa de snabba
rapporteringsrutinerna. Fér nyfédda uppskattas undertackningen i
observationsregistren vara 0,1 procent av 0-aringarna.

Om en person invandrar till Sverige och personen enligt lagar och férord-
ningar borde folkbokfdra sig men inte gor det uppstar undertdckning. En
uppskattning av storleken pa denna undertackning saknas.

Overtickning i befolkningsstatistiken

Brister i rapporteringen av dédsfall och utvandring resulterar i 6vertack-
ning. Dodsfall ger upphov till mycket sma problem beroende pa de snabba
rapporteringsrutinerna. Overtdckningen i observationsregistren med
anledning av ej rapporterade dodsfall antas vara mindre 0,1 procent av de
doda.

Utvandrare fororsakar dvertdckning om utflyttning inte anmals. Genom-
forda studier tyder pa att folkbokforingen och darmed RTB innehéller
ett betydande antal personer som inte langre bor i landet. Detta ar for-
modligen den allvarligaste kvalitetsbristen i saval folkbokforingen som i
RTB. De flesta av dem som flyttar ut ur landet har inget eget intresse av
att anmadla utflyttning och en del gor det heller inte. Det kan till och med
vara fordelaktigt att behalla sin folkbokforing i Sverige. Vid den kontroll
som gjordes i samband med folk- och bostadsrdakningen 1985 var over-
tackningen ca 0,1 procent av hela befolkningen. Raknat pa delpopulatio-
nen utlandska medborgare var dvertackningen 1,0 procent for nordiska
medborgare och 2,8 procent f6r 6vriga medborgarskap tillsammans.

Flera forsok har gjorts for att skatta Overtackningen, bl.a. genom att
jamfora dodsrisker for personer med svensk respektive utlandsk bak-
grund samt genom analys av bortfall och postreturer i olika undersok-
ningar. I en studie fran 1994 (Nilsson, Brister i folkbokforingen, PM, 1994)
framfors hypotesen att 6vertackningen bland utrikes fodda kan vara sa
stor som 10 procent. Andra analyser pekar pa att omfattningen av
overtackningen kan ligga mellan 25 000 — 50 000 personer, vilket utgor
0,25 - 0,5 procent av hela befolkningen.

Ett forsok till indirekt skattning av 6vertackningen har gjorts i en studie
publicerad 2002 (Qvist, Tickningsproblem i Registret dver totalbefolkningen
RTB. SCB, R&D Report1999:1). I studien analyseras invandrares dodlighet
under perioden 1993-97 med intensitetsregression. Analysen visar att det
finns en relativ underdddlighet bland personer fédda utomlands jamfort
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med personer fodda i Sverige. Denna relativa underdodlighet tolkas som
en relativ overtdckning i RTB. Berdkningar visar att 6vertackningen bland
utomnordiska invandrare ligger i intervallet 25-50 000 personer, vilket mot-
svarar 4-8 procent av de utomnordiska invandrarna.

Under ar 2004 har studier gjorts dar man forsokt att skatta storleken pa
overtdckningen med hjélp av registerstatistik. En preliminér siffra pekar pa
en Overtdckning pa minst 35 000 personer.

Skatteverket har uppmarksammat problemet med folkbokféringsfelet i en
rapport (Kartlaggning av folkbokforingsfelet, rapport 2006:7). Ddr ger man
forslag pa atgarder, t.ex. lagandring som majliggor ett utdkat samarbete
mellan berérda myndigheter. Inom Skatteverket skulle kontrollen bli effek-
tivare om folkbokforingen fick tillgang till skatteregistren.

Mitfel

Eftersom en stor del av rapporteringen till folkbokforingssystemet skots av
barnmorskor, vigselforrattare, domstolar eller lakare dar rapporteringen ar
en del av arbetsuppgifterna dr det rimligt att anta att uppgifterna rapporte-
ras med sma matfel.

Da rapporteringen skots av individen sjdlv, t.ex. vid flyttning, 4r matfelen
troligen mer omfattande. Detta visar sig inte minst vid den bristande
rapporteringen av utvandring med 6vertackning som foljd.

Bra att veta

Indelningsdndringar

Indelningsdndringar forsvarar statistikens jamforbarhet 6ver tid. Folk-
mangdsstatistiken som avser forhallandena den 31 december 2009
redovisas enligt den indelning i administrativa omrdden och ldnder som
galler fran den 1 januari 2010. Befolkningsférandringarna under 2009
redovisas enligt de indelningarna som géllde den 1 januari 2009.

Okéant medborgarskap

Sommaren 2006 blev Serbien och Montenegro tva separata lander i stéllet
for ett som tidigare. Folkméngdsstatistik som avser forhallandena den 31
december redovisas enligt den indelning i administrativa omraden och
lander som géller fran den 1 januari dret efter (undantaget dr fodelseland
som tilldter redovisning av i dag ej existerande lander).

For att kunna vara medborgare i ett land krdvs att landet existerar. Perso-
ner som tidigare var medborgare i Serbien och Montenegro och som inte
har anmalt nytt medborgarskapsland till Skatteverket redovisas under
okdnt medborgarskapsland. Detta forklarar det stora antalet personer med
okdnt medborgarskap.

Kommun med mindre &n 7 invanare per kvadratkilometer och mindre
an 20 000 invanare.

6) Varuproducerande kommuner (40 kommuner)
Kommun med mer &n 40 procent av nattbefolkningen mellan 16 och 64
ar, anstallda inom varutillverkning och industriell verksamhet. (SN192)

7) Ovriga kommuner, over 25 000 inv. (34 kommuner)
Kommun som inte hor till ndgon av tidigare grupper och har mer dn
25 000 invanare.

8) Ovriga kommuner, 12 500 — 25 000 inv. (37 kommuner)
Kommun som inte hor till ndgon av tidigare grupper och har 12 500 —

Summary

Main outlines for organization of population statistics

According to Swedish law, the main rule is that all persons residing in the
country shall be registered at the property unit in the parish where they
reside.

Since 1 July 1991, local registration functions are performed by the Tax
Offices. Between 1686 and 1991, the Parish Offices of the Church of Sweden
carried out the local work.

A major means of identifying any person is the personal identity number
that is assigned to every individual registered in the Population Registra-
tion System. The number follows a person from birth to death and is
entered in most personal registers in Sweden, making it possible to identify
individuals in different administrative materials and collate data. The
personal identity number consists of ten digits. The first six digits show the
year, month and day of birth. The next three digits are the birth number
which is odd for men and even for women. The last digit is a check digit.

Raw data

As part of the partial computerization of Sweden’s continuous population
registration in 1966, Statistics Sweden (SCB) was granted permission to set
up and maintain a register of the entire national population, referred to as
the Total Population Register (TPR).

In the present publication an account is given of the Swedish population
on Dec. 31, 2009, according to the administrative subdivisions of Jan. 1,
2010. Data are given of the population by sex, age, marital status, country
of birth and citizenship in whole Sweden, in each county, in county-blocks
(NUTS 1 and NUTS 2), metropolitan areas and in each municipality.
Asylum-seekers who have not yet got a permit to stay are not included in
the population statistics.

The population reports are based on the TPR maintained by SCB.

The vital statistics are based on notifications of births, deaths, changes in
marital status, changes in citizenship, internal migration, immigration and
emigration. The TPR receives these daily from the Tax Authorities. In the
publication account is given of the vital statistics of 2009 according to the
administrative subdivisions of Jan. 1, 2010.

The notifications relate to the registered population. Thus, vital statistics
are based on the National Registration and consequently conform to its
concepts and definitions.

Definitions and concepts
The definitions used in vital statistics are based on the National Registra-
tion definitions.
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Age

The age variable is reported as the age at the time of the event or the age at
the end of the year (corresponding to the year of birth). Age at the end of
the year is the only age reported here. Further, tables 2.4.1-2.4.5, 2.4.8 and
2.5.5 are reported by age at the end of the year. Other tables featuring ages
report by age at the time of the given event.

Age quartile

Lower age quartile is the age where 25 percent of individuals are younger
and 75 percent are older. Upper age quartile is the age where 75 percent of
individuals are younger and 25 percent are older.

Age-specific fertility rate

This figure measures the number of children born to women at a given age
in relation to the mean population of women at that given age. Age-
specific fertility rates are calculated for women aged 15-49. Live-born
children to women under age 15 are counted as though they had been born
to 15-year-olds. Live-born children to women older than age 49 are counted
as though they had been born to 49-year-olds.

Age-specific mortality rate

This figure measures the number of decedents at a given age in relation to
the mean population at that given age. An age specific mortality rate for
zero year olds is calculated as the number of deaths during a given year in
relation to the number of live births during that given year.

Asylum seekers

This refers to a person who has entered Sweden had requested protection
from persecution, but whose application has not had a final review by the
Swedish migration Board or, a person who has eight appealed to the courts
in Stockholm, Malmo or Gothenburg, or to the administrative Court of
Appeal in Stockholm, which is the final authority. This person is not
entered into the population register and is thus not included in the official
population statistics that are based on the register for the total population.

Average age
Average age refers to the age achieved when one totals the inhabitants’
ages and then divides by the number of inhabitants.

Birth surplus

The birth surplus is calculated as the number of births during a given
period minus the number of deaths during the same period. The birth
surplus can be positive or negative and is also called the natural
population increase.

Children's ordinal positions in the family

This shows how children were born in order for either the mother or the
father. A child with the ordinal number of five, for example, thus has four
siblings on either the mother’s or father’s side depending on who is
reported in the statistics. In statistical terms, a child's ordinal number is a
deduced variable. No information regarding the ordinal number can be
gained from midwives in connection with childbirth.
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Citizenship

Countries of citizenship are reported as the countries from which one has
citizenship. Citizenship shall refer, in principle, to presently existing,
independently formed states. Occupied territories, colonies, and areas
under political mandate and protectorates should refer to their mother
country. If the person has several citizenships, one of the citizenships
should be prioritised since it is the one used in Statistics Sweden's register.
The order of priority, succinctly put: Swedish citizenship, citizenship in
EEA (European Economic Area) countries, citizenship outside of the EEA
with which Sweden has a mutual social insurance agreement. The lowest
priority is given to other countries.

It is required that a country exist in order for a person to be a citizen of that
country. Serbia and Montenegro became two separate countries in the
summer of 2006, instead of one as they had been earlier. Population sta-
tistics referring to conditions as of 31 December are reported in accordance
with the divisions set up by the administrative areas and countries that
would apply as of one January 1 year later. The exception is a country of
birth that allows references to non-existent countries. Persons who had
been citizens of Serbia and Montenegro and who have not reported a new
country of citizenship to the National Tax Board are reported as having
unknown countries of citizenship. This explains the large number of
persons with unknown countries of citizenship.

Children who have not reached the age of 12 and who have been adopted
by Swedish citizens, automatically receive Swedish citizenship if the
adoption occurred in Sweden or in another Nordic country. Children
under the age of 12 will also receive Swedish citizenship if the adoption is
approved or has a legal basis for validity in Sweden.

Children to a Swedish mother always receive Swedish citizenship upon
birth. This applies as of 1 July 1979. Children to a Swedish father also
receive Swedish citizenship if the child is born Sweden. If the father is
married to the children's foreign mother, then the child receives Swedish
citizenship upon birth regardless of where the child is born. A child to a
foreign mother, living in a registered partnership relationship or in a
cohabitation will relationship with a Swedish woman also becomes a
Swedish citizen if an insemination has occurred with the approval of the
Swedish woman and the child is born in Sweden. A child who upon birth
receives the mother’s or father’s Swedish citizenship can have a double
citizenship if the child is born in a country that applies the territorial
principle or if the child were to receive the foreign mother's or foreign
father's citizenship upon birth.

Civil status

Information is reported in part about civil status as of the last of December
in 2009 and changes in the civil status that occurred during 2009. A person's
civil status can be unmarried, married, registered partner, divorced,
divorced partner, widow or widower, or surviving partner. The civil status
prior to a change in civil status is called earlier civil status.
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Country of birth

Country of birth shall indicate the country where a person was born. New-
born children are registered where the mother is registered. If the mother is
not registered in Sweden then the child can only be registered if the father
is registered and is the child's guardian. This may lead to deviations
between the actual place of birth and the registered place of birth. Until
1998 all children born in Sweden were assigned to Sweden as their country
of birth, regardless of where the parents were registered.

If a woman is temporarily abroad, but registered in Sweden, then her child
who is born abroad is registered with Sweden as the country of birth. Until
1947 however all persons born abroad were considered foreign-born
persons regardless of where their mother was registered.

Children with parents who are asylum seekers and are not registered in
Sweden, are as a rule only registered in the Swedish population register
once their parents are granted a residence permit and can themselves be
registered. The child's country of birth will then be Sweden. The naming of
a country of birth refers to conditions that pertained to the point in time of
the given birth, which means that a person can have a country of birth that
today has ceased to exist.

Political and geographical changes can result in changes in countries of
birth for registered persons if a person requests a change on humanitarian
grounds. For example, a person is allowed to register Bosnia-Herzegovina
or Estonia as country of origin even if the given country did not exist as an
independent state when the person was born.

Adopted children retain the information about their country of birth.

County

According to the division made on 1 January 2010, and Sweden consists of
21 counties. Changes to the divisions of counties are reported in Appendix
1 in all counties and their codes are reported in Appendix 5.

County of birth

A child's place of birth corresponds to the place where the mother was
registered, if the mother was registered at the time of the child's birth. If the
mother was not registered at the time of the child's birth then the child can
only be registered if the father was registered and is the child's guardian.
Up to 1997 all children born in Sweden were included in the statistics even
if neither of the parents were registered in the country. These children
received their place of birth where their births occurred.

Persons born in Kristianstad County and Malméhus County are reported
as being born in Skane County and persons born in Gothenburg's and
Bohus County, Alvsborg County and Skaraborg County are reported as
being born in Véastra Gotaland County. Otherwise the information about
the County of birth has not changed due to changes in county divisions
that have occurred since any given person's birth.
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Death risks
Introducing life expectancy tables, the following formulas were used to
calculate the observed death risks:

D, is the number of deaths among people age x during the period t,

and d_ is the number of dead x-year-olds that have become deceased
during t after their own birthdays. The death risks for 0-year-olds have
been determined in accordance with the following:

where F is the number of live births.

Persons aged 91 and older have their death risks calculated by a balancing
of observed risks in the life expectancy tables that are used.

Deaths

Deaths are registered if the decedent had been entered in the population
register. Only those registered persons are included in mortality statistics
in the event of deaths.

Earlier civil status
Earlier civil status refers to the civil state a person had before a change in
civil status.

Earlier country of citizenship
This is a country where a person was a citizen earlier in time, or may still
be a citizen of, pending a decision about new citizenship.

Emigrant

In order to be registered as an emigrant one must intend to be living abroad
for at least one year. Exceptions exist, see Population register: Persons are
entered into the population register that do not live in Sweden.

Emigration is exactly like migration and that it is regarded as a number of
events and not a number of persons. However when the number of persons
who emigrate more than once during a given year is very small there is in
principle little to no difference between the number of emigration and the
number of emigrants.

EU25

EU25 refers to the 25 countries that were members of the European Union
prior to 1 January 2007. These countries include Belgium, Cyprus, Denmark,
Estonia, Finland, France, Greece, Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania,
Luxembourg, Malta, the Netherlands, Poland, Portugal, Slovakia, Slovenia,
Spain, Great Britain, Sweden, Czech Republic, Germany, Hungary, and
Austria.
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EU27

EU27 refers to the 27 countries that were members of the European Union
as of 1 January 2007. Aside from those countries that are included in the
EU25, this also includes Bulgaria and Romania.

Extra-marital fertility

This figure indicates fertility for women who are not married. This includes
women who are unmarried, divorced, widowed, registered partners,
divorced partners, and surviving partners.

Foreign background
Persons with foreign backgrounds are defined as persons who are:

- foreign-born, or
- Swedish-born with two foreign-born parents.

The definition of the concept is reported in report on coordination in Sweden's
official statistics (MIS 2002:3).

The definition of the concept was changed in 2003. Earlier earlier Swedish-
born persons with one foreign-born parent were included in the concept.

Foreign born

A foreign-born person is one who is born in another country that Sweden
to neither a mother who was registered in Sweden at the time of the child's
birth nor to a father who was registered and the child's guardian. See also
Country of birth.

Foreign citizens
This refers to persons with other than Swedish citizenship.

General birth rate
The quotient of the number of births during a given period and the mean
population.

General mortality rate
The quotient of the number of deaths during a given period and the mean
population.

Gross production rate, see reproduction

Immigration

In order to be entered into the population register as an immigrant, one
must intend to remain in Sweden for at least one year and have either the
right of residency or a residency permit. This does not apply to Nordic
citizens. Only persons that are entered into the population register are
counted as immigrants. Exceptions exist, see Population register. Persons that
live in Sweden but are not entered into the population register.

Like migrations, immigrations are a number of events and not the number
of persons. When the number of persons that immigrate more than one
time under a given year is very small, there will be no difference in principle
with the number of immigrations as the number of immigrating persons.
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In-migration country
This is the country one moves to when emigrating from Sweden.

Immigration cohorts

Persons who immigrated to Sweden during the same period of time belong
to the same immigration cohorts. Persons who have emigrated from
Sweden during the same period of time belong to the same emigration
cohort.

Immigration surplus

Immigration surplus refers to the difference between the number of
immigrated persons and the number of emigrated persons during one of
the same period of time. The immigration surplus can be positive or
negative.

Infant mortality
Infant mortality refers to death occurring before a child reaches one year of
age.

Life tables
The following formula has been used to calculate mortality rates:

where q, represents the probability of a person of x years of age dying
before he has reached the age of x+1. M, represents the exposure time
during the year at age x to x+1. D_is the number of deceased persons of the
same age during the year, and d _represents the number of persons who
died in the same calendar year as that in which they attained x years (the
number "after date of birth").

The mortality rate for the first year of life has been obtained by relating the
number of children who have died before attained one year of age, and the
number of live births.

Above the age of 90, the risks of death have been smoothed. Wittstein’s
formula was used until 1986. The risks were overestimated, however, and a
new method was developed. (Martinelle, S (1987): A Generalized Perks
Formula for Old Age Mortality, R&D Report, Statistics Sweden). The new
method has been used since 1987. Since then, the risks of death above 95
have thus been lower than before. Consequently, the expected number of
survivors and the expected number of years to live for the very old people
have increased. But the change in life expectancy for a new born is negli-
gible (just about 0.02 year).

Live births

Live births refer to newborn children who were breathing afterbirth or
who showed other signs of life such as a heart beat, pulse in the umbilical
cord or clear and spontaneous movements in the skeletal musculature.
Newborns refer to live births unless otherwise indicated.

A newborn child, who was born in Sweden, shall be registered in the parish
where the mother was entered into the population register upon her birth.
If the mother was not registered upon birth, the child can only be registe-
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red if the father was registered and is the child's guardian. A newborn

child, born abroad, is only registered if the mother was registered upon her
birth.

Marital fertility
This figure shows the fertility of married women.

Mean population
The mean population is the average of the population at the beginning and
the end of a given year. There are two types of mean population.

Mean population by year of birth is used as risk population when calculating
eg death risks. The mean population x-year-olds is calculated as

The mean population is used when the events per 1 000 persons are
calculated in terms of deaths, although not regarding infant mortality, and
changes in civil status. The mean population is also used in calculating
fertility.

Median age
Is the median age for the area's population, that is half of the areas indivi-
duals are older and half are younger than the median age.

Migration

These statistics include the number of migrations and not the number of
migrated persons. During 2009 a total of 1 306 191 migrations occurred,
while a total of 1 147 570 persons migrated.

Regarding domestic migration within Sweden, the new registration applies
as of the actual date of migration if the migration has been registered
within one week. If the migration registration form does not arrive within
one week, the new registration will apply from the date the form has
arrived to one of the authorities that receive the form.

Migration surplus

A migration surplus is the difference between immigration and emigration
during a given period. The migration surplus on the national level and
immigration surplus are the same thing because the national figures are
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not affected by domestic migrations. The migration surplus can be
expressed in positive or negative figures.

Municipal groups

Sweden's Municipalities and County Councils have a municipal group
division consisting of nine groups based on certain structural characteris-
tics such as size of population, commuting patterns, and business structure.
The municipal group divisions are reported in Appendix 4.

Municipality

According to the divisions drawn up on 1 January 2010, Sweden consists of
290 municipalities. Changes in municipal divisions are indicated in Appen-
dix 1 and all municipalities and their codes are reported in appendix 5.

Net reproduction rate, see Reproduction

Out-migration country
This is the country one moves from when immigrating to Sweden.

Partnerships

As of 1 January 1995 the law on registered partnerships was enacted. The
law makes it possible for two people of the same sex to register their part-
nership. Partnership is a marriage-like relationship that basically ensures
the same rights as would apply in marriage. Information pertaining to
partnerships is reported together with that pertaining to civil status and
changes in civil status. The law on partnerships was rescinded on 1 May
2009 and has been replaced with a gender neutral marriage law.

Perinatal mortality
Perinatal mortality refers to the total number of stillborn children and dead
children within a seven-day period for every thousand children born.

Population growth

Population growth is defined as the difference between the population at
the beginning and end of the year. Events (births, deaths, and migrations)
that occurred prior to 2009, but that have been reported during the year,
affect the population for 2009 but are not reported as events during 2009.
This means that the population growth is not the same as the total of the
birth surplus and the migration surplus. Sweden's population, as of 31
December 2009, decreased by 428 persons as a result of events that
occurred prior to 2009, but that had been reported during the year.

Population registration
The Swedish National Tax Board administers the population register.

The main rule and its most important exception:

A person is entered into the population register at the property where they
reside. According to the main rule on the ordinance for the population
register, a person shall be defined as residing at the property where she or
he regularly spends their leisure and weekend time. Should uncertainty
arise, due consideration shall be given to where the person's work and
family are situated. A newborn child, who was born in Sweden, shall be
registered in the parish where the mother was registered upon her birth. If
the mother was not registered upon birth, the child is entered into the
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population register only if the father was registered and is the child's
guardian. A newborn child, born abroad, is only entered into the
population register if the mother was registered upon her birth.

Persons are entered into the population register that do not live in Sweden:
Persons who are employed abroad in the service of the government,
mainly through the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the Swedish Interna-
tional Development Cooperation Agency (SIDA), are entered into the
population register in Sweden. This also applies to family members and to
Swedish service staff. Persons continue to be entered in the population
register in the parish from which their migration occurred. The rules does
not apply to persons who are employed abroad by international organiza-
tions, such as the United Nations or the European Union. Swedish missio-
naries and priests that are employed abroad and their families abroad may
be entered into the population register in Sweden.

Further, registered persons continue to be registered in the event of
migration abroad if the time spent abroad is intended to be less than one
year. In those cases where the emigration is unclear, as regards the amount
of time being spent abroad being more or less than one year, one can
remain registered in Sweden for up to one year after emigrating. One is
then registered under the heading "written into parish" or to the property
where one still maintains a residence.

Persons that live in Sweden but are not registered

Persons that have, on immigrating to Sweden, intending to visit Sweden
for a period of less than one year are not registered. Non-Nordic citizens
must have a residency permits in order to be registered. Residency rights
are all that are required for EU citizens. Foreign citizens that belong to
foreign emissaries or consulates and the service staff therefore are are not
registered in Sweden.

Persons who are registered at a property other than the one where they reside:
From the population registrations main rule, where one is to be registered
at the property where one regularly spends leisure time and weekends, has
a number of exceptions.

— For the so-called family rule means that if a person does not live
together with their family due to working conditions, then she or he will
in any case be registered with their family as long as the family unit
remains intact.

— If one only has temporary work at another location, then one should be
registered at one's actual home location.

— Students can be registered either at their home locations or the locations
where they conduct their studies depending on the length of the study
time their age or their civil status. Studying at the post-upper secondary
level normally means that students are registered at the place where
they conduct their studies.

— The rule pertaining to spending periods of the regular rest at a given
property for such as travelling businessmen, industrial fitters and
seamen. These groups are registered where they are regarded as having
their actual homes.
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— Persons residing at care facilities for the elderly have the option of being
registered either in the parish of the elderly former home or at a fictional
property with the heading "written into the parish of" or even the parish
where the care facility is situated.

— Admission to hospital, long-term care facility or a correctional facility
need not bring about a change in population registration.

Regions

Sweden consists of 25 regions. Population information is estimated by
using the property coordinates. The source for this breakdown is the
Swedish mapping, cadastral and land registration authority (Lantmateriet).

Re-immigration and re-emigration

Re-immigration refers to one's returning to Sweden after having lived
abroad and re-emigration means one's returning abroad after having lived
in Sweden.

Remaining life expectancy and survivors

Survivors refer to the individuals among the 100 000 live births with
respect to given death risks are calculated to reach the age of acts; they are
here designated as /.. The number of zero-year-olds is defined as [,=100 000
and survivors at other ages are calculated in the following way:

Where g, is the death risk at the highest age in the entire year that can
assumed to be reached is designated as w.

Remaining life expectancy is defined as the number of years that remain on
average for a person to live a certain age according to, at the time
calculation, applicable mortality information. Remaining life expectancy at
birth is, in shorthand, average life expectancy. Remaining life expectancy is
calculated with the expression:

The expression applies under all assumptions that the number of deaths in
an age class is evenly distributed over the year. Under the first year of life
this assumption is not applicable.

Reproduction

Reproduction refers in demographic terms to a population's ability to
reproduce itself in a closed population where immigration and emigration
are not apparent. Should fewer than two children per woman be born on

average, a natural population reduction will follow over the long term. In
actuality, it requires slightly more than two children per woman to be born
to reach full reproduction. Just how much more will depend primarily on
mortality among women but also on whether there are more boys than
girls born. Two different measurements of reproduction are reported on
below.

— Gross production rate
This figure describes how many girls were born per woman; here it is
assumed that no mortality occurs among women in their reproductive
years (aged 15—49). This is calculated in the same way as the total
fertility but only for live-born girls.

— Net reproduction rate
This figure describes how many girls were born per woman, but here, in
contrast to the gross reproductive rate, maternal mortality is taken into
account. Like the gross reproduction rate, only live-born girls are
considered however consideration is also given to mortality among
mothers from their birth to the end of their reproductive years.

Given Sweden's low mortality the net reproduction rate is at its highest
only a few percentage points under the gross reproduction rate. A popula-
tion can be said to maintain the reproduction level when the net reproduce-
tion rate equals 1, which means every woman has exactly one female
descendent living in the next generation. If the figure is greater than one
woman born per woman, then a natural, long-term population increase
will follow. The size of the increase however is also dependent on
generation length, or the distance between the mother's generation from
the daughter's generation.

Stateless

A person who has no citizenship in any country is said to be stateless.
According to Swedish law a person cannot lose their Swedish citizenship if
she or he should thereby risk becoming stateless.

Stillborn quotient

This is the number of stillborn children during a given period divided by
the total number of births during the given period, including both live
births and stillborns. This is an often calculated by the hundreds or
thousands.

Stillborns

Stillborns referred to recent births that have become deceased after the end
of 22nd week of the pregnancy, or, in the cases of uncertain time, that are at
least 35 cm in length.

Total fertility rate

This is the sum of the age-specific fertility rates. The figure states how
many children a woman should give birth to on average during her
reproductive years based, at the time point of the calculation, on available
fertility information.
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Year of immigration

The year of immigration is the year when the event of immigration was
entered into the population register. The year of immigration always refers
to the most recent immigration registered. Persons who immigrated before
1968 have no records of their year of immigration.

Quality tests

Received information is checked mechanically with respect to the validity
of the codes and the logical contents of the information. The inspection
comprises, among other things, regional codes, connections between age
and marital status, etc.

Cut-off date

Beginning in 1998 the cut-off date is 31 January in the year after the event
took place. The change in cut-off date in 1998 will have no effect on
comparisons between years.

Previous publication

The report Population development in Sweden in a 250-year perspective,
SCB, 1999, has focused primarily on long-term series. The report includes a
chapter on the organisation of population statistics since 1749.

Population data for the years 1805-1910 are found in the series "Bidrag till
Sveriges Officiella Statistik, A. Befolkningsstatistik (Contributions to the
Official Statistics of Sweden, A. Population Statistics)". Data on population
in municipalities and parishes are available for the years 1805, 1810, 1820,
1830, 1840, 1850, 1855, 1860, 1865, 1868, 1870, 1874, 1875, 1877, 1880, 1883
and 1885. Since 1886 yearly figures are available. The figures for 1805-1840
are published in the 1880 issue and the figures for 1865, 1875 and 1885 in
the 1890 issue. Yearly population data for towns and boroughs are
available since 1861 and 1869 respectively.

The population of municipalities and parishes has been published yearly
1910-1961 within the series Official Statistics of Sweden under the title
"Population in administrative districts December 31". Data for 1962-1966
have been published in the series Statistical Report. Data from 1967 to 1979
were published in "Population Dec 31, 19XX. Part 1". From 1980 to 1990 the
data were published in Part 1-2 and between 1991 and 1996 in "Population
Statistics (SOS) Part 1". Historical data on the population in the counties,
municipalities and parishes are also to be found in "Historical Statistics of
Sweden. Part 1. Population. Second edition. 1720-1967". The population of
municipalities and parishes 1950-1975 according to the subdivisions in
municipalities of January 1, 1976 are also found in "Population Dec 31,
1950-1975 by county, municipality and parish according to the subdi-
visions of Jan 1, 1976 (SOS)".

The oldest available data on births and deaths in parishes and munici-
palities are found in the series "Bidrag till Sveriges Officiella Statistik, A.
Befolkningsstatistik (Contributions to the Official Statistics of Sweden, A.
Population Statistics)". The data refer to the five-year periods 1851-1855
and 1856-1860 and the ten-year periods 1861-1870, 1871-1880, 1881-1890
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and 1891-1900. Data for the ten year period 1901-1910 are published in
"Vital Statistics (SOS), Summary for the decade 1901-1910".

Data on external migration have been published since 1881. Yearly data on
births and deaths in towns were published 1851-1910 in the first men-
tioned series. External and internal migration data for towns are available
from 1891 and 1901 respectively. During the period 1911-1957 data about
births, deaths and migration were only published for towns. These figures
are to be found in Vital Statistics (SOS).

Reports on population changes related to municipalities have previously
been published for the years 1958-1961 within the publication "Population
in administrative districts" belonging to the series Official Statistics of
Sweden (SOS). Data for 1962-1966 are published in the series "Statistical
Reports" (SM), B 1963:16, B1964:9, B1965:5, B1966:5, B1967:7 respectively. A
report on population changes by parishes was given in Be 1967:7, and by
co-operating municipalities in Be 1967:12. From 1967 to 1990 data were
published in "Population Changes (SOS) Part 1", between 1991 and 1996 in
"Population Statistics (SOS) Part 1" and between 1997 and 2003 in "Popula-
tion Statistics (SOS) Part 1-2" . Migration statistics for the years 1991-1996
has been published in "Population Statistics (SOS) Part 2" and 1997-2003 in
"Population Statistics (SOS) Part 1-2". Between the years 1967-1990 the
reports were titled "Population Changes (SOS) Part 2 Migration between
communes” (1967-1972 the sub-heading was "Migration between co-ope-
rating communes"). During 1963-1966 reports of migration between co-
operating communes have been published in the "Statistical Reports" series
(SM B 1965:17, B 1966:13 and 18 and Be 1967:20).

Reports on internal migration between co-operating communes by sex and
age of in-migrants and out-migrants have previously been published for
the years 1961-1966 in the "Statistical Reports" series (SM B 1965:9, 13 and
14, Be 1966:12 and 18 and Be 1967:20). External migration has been pub-
lished in "Internal and external migration 19xx" (Statistical Reports) during
1971-1990.
